REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 26, 2015.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.  Members present: Robinson, Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich and Woods.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Justin Sullivan, Assistant Police Chief; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Erickson, second by Vorwald to amend the agenda to include Gas Main Extension Outside the City Limits and to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Vorwald, Robinson, Mangrich and Woods. Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson to approve the minutes of the January 12th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to open the public hearing requested by Marvin Ausborn on a Nuisance Abatement Notice he received. Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Erickson, Vorwald and Robinson.  Nays: None.  The council agreed to give Mr. Ausborn until the middle of April when the weather becomes more favorable to get his RV on a rock base and to make things more orderly.
Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson to close the public hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Mangrich to set Thursday, March 5, 2015 at 3:00 P.M. at City Hall for opening the bids for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements.  The bids will then be tabulated by the engineer for the next council meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Mangrich, Robinson, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to set Monday, March 9, 2015 at 6:05 P.M. for the public hearing on the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Robinson.  Nays: None.  Lucas Elsbernd from Fehr Graham informed the council that splitting the project into two parts would add about $5,000 to the cost of the project but hopefully result in better bids.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson to approve the Application for Renewal of Liquor License and Change of Ownership for Boyd’s Bar.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to appoint Kevin Bodensteiner as the city representative to the Bremer County E911 and Fayette County EMA Boards.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

The council worked on the utility portion of the budget.  Everything will be combined for the next budget workshop to be held on Wednesday, January 28th.

Motion by Erickson, second by Robinson to approve an annual salary of $38,000 for Justin Sullivan divided between the police and utility departments starting July 1.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Mangrich.  Nays: None.
Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson to adjourn.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.
