In the absence of Mayor Cowell, Mayor Pro-Tem Woods called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Woods, Robinson and Erickson.  Absent: Mangrich and Vorwald.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Justin Sullivan, Acting Police Chief; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.
