Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to amend the agenda to include Little League.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson and Robinson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Erickson, second by Robinson to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Robinson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Motion by Robinson, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the February 9, 2015 regular meeting with the following correction: The police committee will meet before each council meeting instead of just the first meeting of the month.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Robinson, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None. 


Set date for public hearing on barking dog died for lack of a motion.

Motion by Erickson, second by Woods to approve RESOLUTION 2015-03 – ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2016.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Woods and Robinson.  Nays: None.


Shawn and Bryant Davis from Davis Lawn Service were present to give a proposal for lawn care services for the 2015 season.  Costs will remain the same as last year.  Motion by Erickson, second by Robinson to approve Davis Lawn Service for lawn care services.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Robinson and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Robinson, second by Erickson to approve the Application for Renewal of Liquor License for Fairbank Food Center.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Robinson, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Accept Final Plat for Knollridge Fourth Addition was tabled until the next meeting as there were not enough council members present for a vote.

Three bids were received for mowing the cemetery for the season.  References will be checked and a decision will be made at the next council meeting.


Motion by Robinson, second by Erickson to extend the agreement with Gavin Marine until June 1, 2015.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Robinson, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.


Overtime wages for the employee working in both police and public works will be split according to the department in which they occurred.  Separate time cards will be required.  Motion by Robinson, second by Erickson to rescind the motion from the January 26th meeting setting the salary for Justin Sullivan at $38,000 beginning in July to having the increase to begin immediately.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Robinson, Erickson and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Erickson, second by Robinson to purchase the used street sweeper from the City of Dunkerton for $2,000.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Robinson and Woods.  Nays: None.

Closed session was postponed until the next meeting.


The operation of the Little League program was discussed. The information will be given to an interested  individual and he will be asked to the next council meeting.
