REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 9, 2015.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 P.M.  Members present: Vorwald, Mangrich, Robinson, Woods and Erickson.  Also present: Heather Prendergast, City Attorney; Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Gary Ott, assistant Public Works Director; Justin Sullivan, Assistant Police Chief; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to amend the agenda to include Flowers on Main Street and to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Woods, second by Erickson to approve the minutes of the February 23rd regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Erickson, Mangrich, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to approve the Treasurer’s Report.

Disbursements were: General, $14,762.62; Special Revenue, $14,359.46 and Proprietary, $118,919.41.  Balance on hand at the end of business February 28, 2015 was $2,802,397.83. Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson to open the public hearing on the Wastewater Improvement Project. Roll call vote—Mangrich, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.  Lucas Elsbernd from Fehr Graham Engineering went over the bids that had been opened on March 5th.  It was his recommendation that the city award the contract for Contract A to Staab Construction Corp. and for Contract B to Ricklefs Excavating, Ltd.  Motion by Vorwald, second by Robinson to award the contracts to the lowest responsible bidders as follows: Contract A Base Bid plus Alternate 2 plus Alternate 3 to Staab Construction Corp., Marshfield, WI in the amount of $2,841,393.30 and Contract B to Ricklefs Excavating Ltd., Anamosa, IA in the amount of $827,435.60.
