REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 23, 2015.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Erickson, Vorwald, Robinson and Woods.  Absent: Mangrich.  Also present: Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; David Hosack, City Attorney; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Erickson, second by Woods to amend the agenda to include: Use of City Equipment for Personal Use and to approve the agenda as amended.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Woods, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Robinson to approve the minutes of the March 9th regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Robinson, Erickson and Woods.  Nay: None.

Motion by Robinson, second by Erickson to approve Option 6 on the renewal proposal from ICAP but to change the value of Property 20-30 to ACV rather than RC.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Robinson, Erickson, Woods and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Robinson to approve for the mayor and city clerk to sign the Financial Services Agreement with Speer Financial for SRF Funding on the Wastewater Improvement Project. Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Robinson, Erickson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.

Dave will get prices on the chassis of a new pickup and bring it to the next meeting.  The current box will be used on the new vehicle if possible.


The mayor is looking into possible grants that the city would qualify for and there is the possibility that one of those could include a handicapped swing.  Work on this will continue.

Councilperson Robinson wanted it known that she was not comfortable with the idea of making it a condition of employment with the city. that new hires become a member of the fire department. The city attorney will look into how other cities handle this.

Motion by Erickson, second by Vorwald to approve the payment to Bodensteiner Implement for the John Deere H240 Loader in the amount of $7,500.00.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Erickson, Vorwald, Woods and Robinson.  Nays: None.

Discussion was held on using city equipment for personal use.  At the current time there is no written policy about this.  The city attorney stated it is legal if covered by a written policy.  He will check with other cities to see how they handle the situation.
