REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 13, 2015.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. by leading the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present: Vorwald, Robinson, Erickson, Mangrich and Woods.  Also present: David Ryan, Public Works Director; David Hosack, City Attorney; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Mangrich to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Mangrich, Erickson, Robinson and Vorwald.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Woods to approve the minutes of the March 23rd regular meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Woods, Erickson, Mangrich and Robinson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Erickson, second by Robinson to approve the treasurer’s report.  Receipts for the month of March were: General, $11,580.02; Special Revenue, $19,450.73; TIF, $2,958.32; Capital Projects, $16.40; Permanent $17.34 and Proprietary, $205,236.17.  Disbursements were: General, $20,331.23; Special Revenue, $4,473.18 and Proprietary, $150,231.68.  Balance on hand at close of business March 32, 2015 was $2,866,620.72. Matt Mahoney from Butler County was present to discuss the deadlines on new OSHA requirements when working on electric facilities, the ARC Flash Assessment requirement, protective clothing required and how all of these will effect how they will be able to do any contract work we require.
