REGULAR MEETING


The Fairbank City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 12, 2015.  Mayor Cowell called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present:  Vorwald, Robinson, Mangrich and Woods.  Absent: Erickson.  Also present:  Dave Ryan, Public Works Director; Justin Sullivan, Assistant Police Chief; David Hosack, City Attorney; Jason Sullivan, Police Officer; Brittany Annis, Assistant Clerk and Marlene Strempke, City Clerk.


Motion by Woods, second by Vorwald to approve the agenda as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Vorwald, Robinson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Mangrich to approve the minutes of the December 22nd regular council meeting.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Mangrich, Robinson and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Robinson to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Receipts for the month of December were: General, $26,486.24; Special Revenue, $21,116.70; TIF, $10582.19; Debt Service Transfer In, $18,750.00; Capital Projects, $9145.87; Permanent Funds, $17.83 and Proprietary, $139565.24.  Disbursements were: General, $18,127.75; Special Revenue, $11,492.51; TIF Transfer Out, $18,750.00; Capital Projects, $1,204.00 and Proprietary, $110,466.42.  Balance on hand on December 31, 2014 was $2,724,661.90.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Robinson, Mangrich and Woods.  Nays: None.

Motion by Woods, second by Robinson to open the public hearing on the Waste Water Improvement Project.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Woods, Robinson, Mangrich and Vorwald.  Nays: None.  Jon Biederman of Fehr Graham Engineering went over the bids that were received on January 7 discussing reasons why they may have come over engineer estimates.  He said options were to except bid as received and SRF loan would cover it, that the EPA agreed to extend the deadline for a year, split it in two sections and rebid it thinking the bids may be better. The council decided that since the EPA was willing to extend the deadline, they would take the option of splitting it into sections and rebid possibly in March.

Councilwoman Erickson arrived at 6:07 P.M.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Erickson to close the public hearing.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Erickson, Woods, Vorwald and Robinson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson to hold the second reading, waive the third reading and approve ORDINANCE 329 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP, WHICH IS CONSIDERED PART OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE #296, ADOPTED ON SEPTEMBER 11, 2006, EFFECTIVE DATE JANUARY 1, 2007) OF THE CITY OF FAIRBANK, IOWA.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Robinson, Vorwald, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: None.

Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to approve RESOLUTION 2015-01 – RESOLUTION AND ORDER BY THE CITY COUNCIL REMOVING ACTING CHIEF OF POLICE.  Roll call vote—Ayes:  Vorwald, Erickson, Woods, Robinson and Mangrich.  Nays: None.


Resolution 2015-02 will be considered at a future time.


Part-time police hours were set at 54 to 60 hours.  Assistant Sullivan will schedule the hours each officer will work.  A flip phone will be purchased for the department.

Tina Robinson and Brittany Annis will attend the Buchanan County Leadership Program.  The City will pay for the $150 per person from gas and electric funds.

Motion by Mangrich, second by Robinson that the city will not pay a rebate for home inspections for energy efficiency.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Robinson, Woods and Erickson.  Nays: Vorwald.


The process for disconnections of water and sewer service while a resident is out of town for an extended period was discussed.  It was proposed that the water fee waived but that the sewer charge continue and that there be a $25.00 charge for disconnection and a $25.00 charge for reconnection.  This will be put in the form of an ordinance change and brought to the next council meeting.


Possible options for the handling the cost of extending natural gas service outside the city limits were discussed.  A draft of an ordinance will be brought to the next council meeting for discussion.


Budget workshops have been scheduled for Monday, January 19t, the council meeting on Monday, January 26th and Wednesday,January 28th each beginning at 6:00 P.M.


Motion by Mangrich, second by Vorwald to schedule a request for a hearing on a nuisance abatement for January 26th at 6:00 P.M.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Mangrich, Vorwald, Woods, Erickson and Robinson.  Nays: None.


Motion by Vorwald, second by Erickson to pay the bills as presented.  Roll call vote—Ayes: Vorwald, Erickson, Mangrich, Robinson and Woods.  Nays: None.
